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The PhD program provides graduate education and research training in the field of public affairs, public administration, and public policy.
The students are required to take courses instructed by world-class professors, and to work on research projects to find far-reaching
solutions to the important issues in a variety of areas. The goal of the Ph.D. degree is to cultivate world—class innovative leaders who can
work in international universities and research institutes. A Ph.D. degree is given in recognition of a student’ s outstanding knowledge and
innovative capability in a specific field. It seeks cooperation with research projects in government to achieve international impact. It
also encourages international cooperation and exchange, through short-term study abroad programs or participation in international
conferences
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The program aims to provide students with an opportunity to develop functional expertise, strategic perspectives, and public policy
management tools that they require to operate effectively in a changing public policy environment or to understand such an

environment.

Help students to learn both the successes and failures in public policy making and administration, and therefore to understand more about
how to manage political, economic and social development in developing countries

Introduce students the techniques of policy analysis and program evaluation to resolve complex multi—dimensional policy challenges, as well
as to sharpen their leadership and communication skills.
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The duration of this program is 5 years. Those who fail to graduate on time can apply to extend their study period by up to 2 academic years

Generally the course arrangement is three semesters, at least 2 credits of courses must be taken in the third semester (not including
academic reports and seminars). In principle, courses are required to be completed




in the third semester.Bachlor-straight—-to—doctorate student can be postponed for one semester depending on their study progress.

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1. In principle, the qualification examination for bachlor-straight—-to—doctorate students should be completed within the second semester of
the second academic year after admission, at least completed within the second semester of the third academic year. In the first two years
study , GPA should be greater than or equal to 2.7.

Students who have suspend
schooling for some reason may apply for postponing the Thesis proposal.

3. Annual Progress Review: Applicants who have passed the proposal for more than six months shall participate in the Annual Progress Review
every natural year.

4. Pre—defense: Applicant can apply after passing processes review above and completing the dissertation writing. For the details, refers to

5. Thesis review and defense: After passing the preliminary defense, submit the final paper for review and expert evaluation

Applications should meet one of the following conditions:

1. 1 article in CSSCI journals in liberal arts B and above, or 2 articles in liberal arts Cor 3 articles in liberal arts D;
2. 1 article in FMS Chinese journals Tl or 2 articles in T2;

3. 1 article in FMS English periodicals A/ B or 1 district in JCR (except for the negative list of the Chinese Academy of Sciences or the
Ministry of Science and Technology in the year of publication)

() Methods for identifying innovative results

1. The number of articles published by the doctoral student as the first author is counted as one; published by the second author (the
first author must be his supervisor or associate supervisor) are counted as 1/2; others do not count;
2. All articles are academic papers published (or accepted) by Shanghai Jiao Tong University as the first unit during the doctoral degree
period;

3. All articles must be academic papers (articles), short reviews, short essays, etc. are not counted;Articles published in JCR zone 1 must
be related to the discipline of public administration.
4. There are dynamic changes in the classification levels of the above journals. If the level of the journal at the time of submission of
the paper is inconsistent with the level at the time of publication, the level of the journal at the time of submission shall prevail;

5. Academic papers published in supplements, collections, special issues, and extended editions of Chinese journals are not counted.
6. The classification of liberal arts academic journals, please refer to the catalogue of classification of liberal arts academic journals
of SIPA.
